	2. Description of Courses

	This is a compulsory course with 3 credits offered in odd semesters. This course provides students with basic English skills, including reading, writing and Study Skills based on relevant textbooks. For reading skills, students are introduced with strategies to understand English text efficiently. Meanwhile, for writing skills, students are trained with academic writing skills, such as identifying topics, identifying writing frameworks, and paragraph development. This study applies the Student-Centered Learning method, and thereby students are expected to actively and independently participate in the session. 
Upon the completion of this course, students are expected to implement these strategies to ease the process of reading English academic texts and to make it more efficient. In the short term, it aims to apply English texts from case studies in some major courses. It is also expected that the skill serves as guidance in working on reading section in the TOEFL test. In addition, students are expected to be capable of conveying comprehensive information orally or in writing for public persuasion.
